Statute
of the Coordination Committee 
of sustainable development of Amur River basin
1.  General Provisions
1.1. The Coordination Committee of sustainable development of Amur River basin (Coordination Committee) is formed to organize actions to prevent threats of transboundary pollution in Amur River basin and create optimal conditions for conservation of biodiversity and sustainable development of the region
1.2. The Coordination Committee is created by the order of governors and heads of subjects of Russian Federation located in the Amur River basin and in its activities answers to the Council of Interregional Association of Economic Relationships of Subjects of Russian Federation «Far East and Zabaikalie». 

1.3. The activity of Coordination Committee is based on the following principles:

- cooperation with profile ministries of Russian Federation;

- accounting for interests, capabilities, and equal rights of subjects of Russian Federation located in the Amur River basin;

- create conditions for sustainable development of the regions in the Amur River basin;

- allowing access to information about Coordination Committee work;

- rotation of he leaders of the Coordination Committee;

1.4. Decisions made by the Coordination Committee represent agreed position of the subjects of Russian Federation located in the Amur River basin and according federal agencies. 

1.5. The decisions of Coordination Committee, made within its competence, serve as a basis of preparing administrative acts, development and implementation of programs, action plans,  and measures of natural resource management and restoration of nature objects.

2.  Membership
2.1. The Coordination Committee is a collegial interregional agency and its work is based on the rights given by the current legislation of Russian Federation to subjects of Russian Federation.
2.2. The Coordination Committee members are:

- deputy chairs of the governments or deputy heads of administrations of subjects of Russian Federation, located in the Amur River basin;

- Leaders of Basin Authorities, including Amur Basin Water Authority of the Ministry of Natural Resources of Russia, Dalgidromet, Amurrybvod, Amur Basin Authority of Waterways and Water Transport;

- Representative of the direction of the Interregional Association of Economic Relationships of Subjects of Russian Federation «Far East and Zabaikalie»;

- one representative from each of the scientific and public sectors of the Science-Society Council of the Coordination Committee.

2.3. Coordination Committee forms Work Group and Science-Society Council that work according to their statutes.

2.4. The Work group provides organization and informational support for Coordination Committee activities, prepares meetings and formalizing decisions of the Coordination Committee.

3.  Functions
The Coordination Committee provides:

3.1. Development of interregional differentiated for subjects of Russia Federation located in the Amur River basin priorities and programs of environmental protection and use of natural resources, development of action plans within single strategy of improving environmental situation in the basin;

3.2. Coordination of actions between levels of state and local governments, non-governmental organizations, and industries; 

3.3. Participation of subjects of Russian Federation located in the Amur River basin in negotiations with People’s Republic of China and Mongolia on management of natural resources and environmental protection in Amur River basin,  proposals for projects of international agreements of Russian Federation toucing on interests of the regions;

3.4. Development of legal and organizational mechanisms of preventing and solving conflict situations between agencies and regions;

3.5. Involvement in planning and decision-making process all interested sectors of society: government agencies, users of natural resources, scientific institutions, non-governmental organizations, and population;

3.6. Assessment of quality and applicability of science developments for perfecting environmental and resource management; 

3.7. Organization of cooperation with interested international organizations on implementing programs and measures in area of environmental protection, management of natural resources, and improving  environmental situation in Amur River basin; 

3.8. Development of recommendations for distribution among subjects of Russian Federation located in the Amur River basin of funds provided by international organizations for implementation of programs and measures in area of environmental protection, management of natural resources, and improving  environmental situation in Amur River basin;

3.9. Development of recommendations for subjects of Russian Federation located in the Amur River basin for most efficient implementation of environmental protection and rational nature use measures.
4.  Organization of Work
4.1. The Coordination Committee works by conducting meetings according to plans of work of the Coordination Committee.

4.2. A meeting could be scheduled by the initiative of any member of Coordination Committee to discuss urgent issues of the Coordination Committee work.

4.3. Meetings of Coordination Committee are considered qualified if at least 2/3 of members are present.

4.4. Decisions of Coordination Committee are considered made if they are agreed on by the majority of the Coordination Committee members.

4.5. The meetings are participated by members of Coordination Committee or assigned by them representatives.

4.6. All decisions of the Coordination Committee are file in the form of protocols and signed by the Coordination Committee Chairman. 

4.7. The Work Group is responsible for organizing implementation of Coordination Committee decisions.

5. Financial Support of Coordination Committee Activity
5.1. The Coordination Committee work is financially sponsored by the budgets of subjects of Russian Federation located in the Amur River basin and non-budget sources, including charity and other funds provided by Russian or international organizations.

5.2. By requests of the Coordination Committee in the decisions of government agencies of the subjects of Russian Federation located in the Amur River basin could provide in the their budgets expenditures for meetings of Coordination Committee or its structures for implementation of scientific findings in the interest of all Amur regions. 

5.3. Implementation of actions as interregional programs approved by the Coordination Committee on the territories of subjects of Russian Federation located in the Amur River basin is done at the expense of funds available in the respective regions, federal budget sources secured for implementation of federal programs and scientific research, and non-budget funds.
