WWF Standards of Conservation Project and Program Management

WWF has developed a sophisticated planning, adaptive management and monitoring process -- the WWF Standards of Conservation Project and Program Management -- that has been field-tested in close to 20 ecoregions and landscapes.  This work has been carried out in concert with the Conservation Measures Partnership, Foundations of Success, The Nature Conservancy, and other NGOs, and has been supplemented with funding for large program management from USAID, the Moore Foundation and the MacArthur Foundation.

The WWF Program Standards is supported by a comprehensive set of tools, resource guides and examples of best practices to support use in the field.  In addition to a general Overview Document, there are 22 separate resource guides (associated with each step and sub-step of the Standards), a number of specific tools and templates, and a new field guide for using the Standards in large, complex, highly integrated programs.
